South African National Parks (SANParks) will be hosting its 13th annual SA National Parks Week from 10 to 14 September 

2018. The week grants free access to most of the 21 national parks for day visitors, especially people from the local 

communities.  

 

The initiative, in conjunction with Total South Africa and FNB, is geared towards cultivating a sense of understanding and 

pride in South Africans of their natural, cultural and historical heritage - the basis for the established theme ‘Know Your 

National Parks’. 

 

(Please note: The free access to parks does not in include free access to accommodation facilities and other tourist activities. To 

be eligible for free entry you need to bring your South African ID with.)
